Both of the schools have brand new facilities that are well worth a visit. The clinics are impressive and state of the art, much
different from clinic settings that many of us have experienced.

BAKER COLLEGE OF AUBURN HILLS DENTAL HYGIENE CLINIC OPENS FOR BUSINESS

The new state of the art Baker College dental hygiene program located on the campus in
Auburn Hills opened for its first competitive group of students in the fall of 2007. The clinic
is open to all members of the community for dental treatments with no residency
requirement.

Sheree Duff, RDH, MS, founder and developer of the Baker College of Port Huron dental
hygiene program, transferred to the Auburn Hills campus location for the opportunity to
build and design a facility that is technologically on the cutting edge of dentistry. Specialized
equipment is now utilized to instruct students in performing a variety of services.
Computers are located at each station, along with intra-oral cameras. Digital radiography
with computerized hard tissue and periodontal charting is new to the program. In addition
to the clinic area, the dental lab houses numerous simulation stations for initial instruction
and practice of dental procedures. This first class is already experiencing the joys of dental technology!

WHAT IS THE COMMUNITY DENTAL HEALTH COORDINATOR (CDHC)?

DO WE REALLY NEED ANOTHER DENTAL TEAM MEMBER?
SHOULD A DENTAL HYGIENIST BE CONCERNED?

The American Dental Association has developed a proposal that would create a new mid-level allied dental
team member and the Michigan Dental Association has endorsed that proposal. The proposed new dental
team member would be titled the CDHC, Community Dental Health Coordinator. Legislation for a pilot
program to prepare an individual to serve in this capacity has been has been proposed by the MDA and
introduced in the Michigan Senate, which is where it stands legislatively.

| must state that this proposal and provider are only able to practice in specific clinic settings and they are
limited to one rural location, one Native American location and one urban location. Detroit is the urban
location that ADA has chosen. \We are uncertain of any future locations.

As dental hygienists we must be very aware of all the consequences of this proposed bill as it has the
potential to change the future of dental hygiene. The intent of the proposal is well intended and the goals are
in keeping with those included in dental hygiene goals. The target population of the proposal is the
“underserved communities where residents have no or limited access to dental care” according to the ADA
proposal. MDHA has long recognized the acute need for dental services to reach underserved populations.
We worked for many years to pass legislation that would allow a dental hygienist to gain access to
underserved patients in nursing homes, schools, and to those uninsured or underinsured.

MDHA was successful in passing legislation in 2005 to allow that access to care in the form of PA161
http://www.mdhatoday.org/pdf/PA161info07/.pdf Because of that legislation there are many successful
programs, approximately 100, where dental hygienists are already treating patients in need, more locations
and programs continue to be developed. Therefore, the need for access to care to the target population of
the underserved is not a new concept to dental hygienists. MDHA has no disagreement with the intent.

MDHA does, however, disagree with the provider of dental care as proposed in this bill. The proposed
education and clinical skills of the applicant for this program are less than that of a dental hygienist. There
are no national board examinations or professional license required. The proposal states that a national
evaluation team will evaluate the CDHC program. The pilot proposal will train @ maximum of 6 individuals per
year for a 3-year period. MDHA has taken the position that a dental hygienist is the perfect professional to fill
the position of the CDHC. There is no need to create a new program for a new mid-level team member.

The graduate of the proposed pilot program would be delegated many of the skills that are included in the
dental hygiene scope of practice, as well as some that are not. Some of the skills delegated to the CDHC
would include: visual inspection of the oral cavity for carious lesions and other hard tissue anomalies, soft
tissue inspection, taking radiographs, vital signs, dental charting, applying topical fluoride, as well as topical
anesthetic and dental sealants. The CDHC would also perform scaling for Type | (gingivitis] patients and
coronal polishing for all patients. The next skill set is not in the dental hygiene scope of practice: perform
palliative temporization on dental cavities in preparation for restorative care by a dentist on open cavities
that are accessible by hand instrumentation only. Manually remove debris from cavities and place temporary
materials such as glass ionomer. These are only a few of the duties listed in the proposed bill.

Watch for further updates about the developments on this bill. MDHA “has your back” on this and has been
working for the past year as this has been developing. Watch for the legislative alerts that are sent online,
the Advisor by mail and in updates in the MDHA BULLETIN and in component newsletters.
